“Soul Mate” Calls You to Revisit Your First Love
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  “There’s a phenomenon going on in this country. Black women are not getting married in record numbers. Some of the most amazing black women I know are suffering silently in their singleness…and nobody’s talking about it. I want to ignite a dialogue that reveals truth and conveys a message of encouragement and purposeful living.” – Andrea Wiley

   Acclaimed veteran television writer/producer, Andrea Wiley, has ignited this dialogue through SOULMATE, a compelling and captivating documentary that journeys into the realities facing today’s successful, single black Christian women. SOULMATE gives voice to the thoughts of successful, single women, who love God, but desire a mate.

  Although married and a mother of two, Wiley had this to say about creating a documentary aimed at singles. “It wasn’t my choice to create this documentary – it came from sheer obedience to God. I sensed God calling me into another season in my life. I was on the set of a sitcom pilot and God asked me, ‘How are you going to use your gifts and talents for my glory?’ I left the show the very next day. I knew I had to be obedient and I knew He would reveal it all to me.”

  “I was having breakfast with a friend who is a gorgeous, highly educated, 42 year old stock broker. She said she was tired of single life, and wanted to be married and have children; and if she were not married within the next year, she would freeze her eggs and pick a man to have a baby with. The next day, in my hair salon, I was sitting with another friend, who is an art dealer and flight attendant. She stated, unsolicited, that she was going to tell me something that she hadn’t told anyone. She said, ‘I’m embarrassed to tell people that I’m single at 42 years old. I’m sick and tired of people looking at me like something’s wrong with me.’ My heart went out to her. It was as though that was my sign. I asked her if she would be willing to share this on camera, and without hesitation, she said yes. Within two weeks I was shooting this film. What began as a fireside chat, eventually snowballed into a full-length documentary.”

  When asked about what message she was trying to convey, Wiley said, “What God told me to tell people – women and men, single and married, of every race – is that we have left our first love as a people and God has called us to return to Him.”  SOULMATE calls you to address your soul and establish an intimate relationship with God.

  “Something that I practice in my daily life is called ‘FLY time,’ which stands for First Love Yes. Yes to our first love who is God. First thing in the morning I devote my time to Him. Mark 1:35 (NIV) says, “Very early in the morning, while it was still dark, Jesus got up, left the house and went off to a solitary [or quiet] place, where he prayed.

This is what I do. There in the presence of God, He will equip you. He will reveal Himself to you and He will also reveal you to yourself.” These are the five steps that Andrea says she does during her FLY time:

  #1) Worship and praise Him. We were created by Him for Him. We were created to worship Him.  #2) Pray. This is where you take your petitions and this is where you pray for others. Ask Him to reveal His perfect will and His purpose for your life. #3) You must also study and meditate in His word day and night (Joshua 1:8 & Psalm 1:2). Ps 119:11 (KJV) says, “Thy word have I hid in mine heart, that I might not sin against thee.” John 8:31-32 states (NKJV), “…If you abide in My word, you are My disciples indeed. And you shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free." #4) Once you have studied, meditated and prayed…be still. Psalm 46:10a says, “Be still, and know that I am God.” His voice is very small and quiet. You need to be still for your ear to hear His voice. He will reveal secrets to you and tell you why He created you. #5) Once you have heard Him, then you must get up and obey Him – no matter what. Obedience is better than sacrifice. Delayed obedience is still disobedience. 

  Wiley said that upon completing FLY time is when God revealed to her that we have left our first love and we must return to Him. “Nevertheless I have this against you, that you have left your first love,” Rev 2:4 NKJV. Return to your first love who is your true soul mate. It’s in Him that we live and have our being.
